More Normal stream
students going for
diplomas, degrees

Streaming has helped students but problem is
social stigma linked to Normal track: Experts

More students from the Normal
streams in secondary school have
made the cut for higher education
inthelastdecade.

New figures from the Ministry of
Education (MOE) show that more
than 10 per cent of Secondary 1 Nor-
mal (Academic) students move on
to publicly funded universities, up
from 5 per cent 10 years ago.

As for those in the Normal (Tech-
nical) stream, for students who are
the weakest academically, more
than 20 per cent have made it to at
least polytechnic diploma courses,
up from15 per centadecade ago.

In response to The Sunday
Times, the MOE said streaming

has helped students learn at a pace
suited for them by customising
teaching and learning approaches.

This has led to better educa-
tional outcomes and a lower attri-
tion rate, with more than 96 per
cent of each Primary 1 cohort pro-
gressing to post-secondary educa-
tiontoday, said a spokesman.

Most observers and educators
said Singapore’s decades-old
method of streaming has bene-
fited students, but the problem is
the social stigma attached to those
onthe Normal path.

National University of Singapore
(NUS) economics lecturer Kelvin
Seah said streaming lets teachers
tailor curricula to students’ needs.
“A class which is more homoge-
neous in terms of ability would nat-
urally be easier to teach and man-

age because students face similar
needs in terms of learning pace
and stimulation.”

Every year, more than 60 per
cent of the Primary 6 cohort qual-
ify for the Express stream, while 20
per cent make it to the N(A) stream
and another 10 per cent go on to
N(T).

But there are also concerns that
categorising students by academic
ability at the young age of 12 has its
downsides, and may even pigeon-
hole late bloomers.

According to MOE figures, Nor-
mal stream students are still a
small minority in higher education
institutions. Five in 100 students

who graduated from polytechnics
between 2015 and last year were
from the N(T) stream. The ratio
shrinks to one in 100 when it
comes to graduating with a degree
from public universities.

For students from the N(A)
stream, they made up 35 per cent
of those finishing with a diploma,
and 5 per cent with a degree. The
rest of the numbers are made up of
students from the Express stream.

Atthe Institute of Technical Edu-
cation, the numbers are reversed -
nearly half of its graduates were
from N(T), 45 per cent from N(A),
and a small minority from Express.

Dr Seah said streaming done
early in a student’s life can com-
pound initial disadvantages.

“For instance, children from
poorer families often end up in
less-academic streams such as Nor-
mal (Technical) because they
might have performed badly in the
PSLE, having had less access to
books early on in life,” he said, re-
ferring to the Primary School Leav-
ing Examination. “This means that
they will find it even more difficult
to qualify for tertiary education
subsequently, asaresult.”

National Institute of Education
don Jason Tan said the MOE has in
recent years increased the “poros-
ity” between streams so students
do not feel they are limited.

For instance, they can move
from N(A) to Express if they do
well, and in many schools this
means hitting an overall mark of at
least 75 per cent.

The MOE said about 8 per cent to
10 per cent of N(T) students trans-
fer to N(A), and about 5 per cent
fromN(A) move up to Express.

A spokesman for MOE said:
“Contrary to the misperception
that streaming at the secondary
school level limits the academic
progression of certain groups of
students, evidence has shown
that a great majority of students
have actually been able to con-
tinue with post-secondary educa-
tion, and their further progres-
sion is not limited by the stream
they started with.”

Mr Pawandeep Singh Sekhon,
who graduated from Nanyang Poly-
technic this year, is one such stu-
dent who worked his wayup.

The son of a taxi driver and a
nurse was posted to the N(T) track
at Punggol Secondary School with
a PSLE score of 150. Shocked and
disappointed, he pushed himself
tostudy and transferred toan N(A)
classavyearlater.

The 21-year-old, who lives in a
Sengkang flat, did well enough in
his O levels to get into polytechnic,
and found his niche in information
technology — attaining a perfect
grade point average of four.

“I think when vou have the pas-
sion for something, you just want
to absorb as much as possible,” he
said. “The grade is just a representa-
tion of your hard work.”

Mr Singh, who has a younger
brother, has secured a spot to
study computer science at NUS in
2020 after his national service. He
has big dreams of starting his own
tech company. “It’s not about
where you came from, it's about
whatyoucanachieve,” he said.

Strong response for Direct-Entry Scheme into Poly

The Direct-Entry Scheme into Polytechnic Programme (DPF), which prepares students in the Normal (Academic) stream for progression to selected polytechnic courses via the Institute
of Technical Education (ITE), continued to see strong response

The Direct-Entry Scheme into Polytechnic Programme (DPF), which prepares students in the Normal (Academic) stream for progression to selected polytechnic courses via the Institute
of Technical Education (ITE), continued to see strong response.

About 2,000 applications were received in main application phases for the intake this year. Of these, about half were accepted, said the Ministry of Education yesterday.

Meanwhile, the Polytechnic Foundation Programme (PFP), a one-year foundation course at polytechnics that prepares students for entry into relevant polytechnic courses, received
about 1,300 applications, of which about 80 per cent were accepted.

For the previous intake, the DPP saw 1,300 applications, while the PFP received 1,100 applications.
Under the DPP, Secondary Four Normal (Academic) students undergo a two-year Higher Nitec programme at ITE

Students who successfully complete the course and attain the required qualifying Grade Point Average are guaranteed a place in a polytechnic diploma course mapped to their Higher
Nitec course.

About 1,000 DPP places are offered across all three ITE colleges annually.

The PFP offers students a practice-oriented curriculum If students pass all their PFP modules, they will progress to their pre-selected diploma course The polytechnics offer about 1,200
PFP places in total.

To be eligible for the DPP, Normal (Academic) students are required to obtain an ELMAB3 aggregate of 19 points or lower. They also have to obtain a Grade 5 or better in English and
Mathematics.

For the PFP, a Secondary Five student must obtain an ELMAB3 aggregate of 11 points or fewer.

Applications to the DPP are now open, while applications to the PFP will open next month after the release of the O-Level results.
